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Seventeen keen bird watchers braved windy and overcast 

conditions to attend a course on how to identify shore-

birds held in Albany on Friday 6th January 2012. The day 

included a field trip to Rushy Point, on Albanyôs Princess 

Royal Harbour.  

While few birds were observed due to the strong south -

westerly breeze, those seen included Bar - tailed Godwits, 

Greenshanks, Fairy Terns and Grey Plovers.  Pacific 

Golden Plovers were a particularly striking sight in the 

morning sun.   

This shorebird identification day formed part of a 3 day 

bird identification course held by Birds Australia and the 

Albany Bird Group. Principal tutors for the shorebird com-

ponent were Ray Garstone, Wayne Zadow, Anne Bondin 

and Brad Kneebone.

Recent Bird Identification Course held by Bird Life Australia  

Fairy Terns were observed exhibiting courting be-

havior near the mouth of Wilson Inlet in late 

spring, and a nesting colony was subsequently 

established in the area.  On ground action was 

taken November 2011 by local bird watchers Brad 

Kneebone and Geoff Taylor to protect their col-

ony.   These birds are a Threatened Species and a 

protective fence was installed to keep intruders 

out.    

Last year their nesting colony on Madfish Island in 

William Bay National Park was destroyed by a 

tidal surge and this is the first successful breeding 

for several years to local  knowledge. As of late 

December the Fairy Terns appear to have com-

pleted their breeding season.  At least six fledged 

chicks were observed nearby and it is likely more 

have fledged and departed .

Successful Breeding for Fairy Terns near Denmark  
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The vital annual summer south coast regional count is fast approaching.  This February shorebird 

count will be vital for monitoring local and regional trends in shorebird numbers across estuaries, 

beaches and wetland shores, to assist with conservation planning and capacity building.   This year, 

the south coast data will be collated and reported on by Peter Taylor based on his 2011 report (see 

http://www.greenskills.org.au/pub/sb/sb.html  ).  

To align with the National Shorebird Count, the target count date is the weekend of 4th -5th February, 

though where this is not possible, dates extending to the 12th February are possible. Basil Schur at 

Green Skills Denmark will provide co -ordination support for volunteers for the count and can be    

contacted at 98483310,  0429481019 or at bschur@greenskills.org.au  

Key birdwatching partner groups and their contacts for the survey include  :

Regional South Coast Shorebird Count 4 ï 12 Feb 2012  

The survey from Culham Inlet, Hopetoun, to Oldfield River Estuary, Munglinup Beach, was carried out 

12 -16th December 2011, during and following some unseasonal wet summer weather. Water levels 

were high in the inlets and most wetlands were at least half full.  

Birds were scarce on beaches with few seen in the strong east wind and rain. Inland lakes provided a 

refuge from the inclement weather for local and migratory shorebirds. The most abundant shorebirds 

seen were Red -necked Stints, Red -capped Plovers and Sanderlings. Happily, breeding success was 

also noted for Pied Oystercatchers and Hooded Plovers.  

The survey forms part of the Ravensthorpe Agricultural Initiative Network (RAIN) managed project 

ñHooded Plover Signage for the Ravensthorpe Coast ï Protecting secretive shorebirdsò, funded 

through South Coast NRM through its Southern Shores grant program.

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On Friday 30th September 2011 we embarked on 

the Marine Park boat óOspreyô to the mouth of the 

Nornalup Inlet to see if any of the migratory 

shorebirds had arrived yet. Our team of keen 

birders were present Jeanne and Collin Steele and 

Mavis Sowry and two DEC employees Shannon 

Armstrong (Marine Park Coordinator) and Chris 

Goodsell (Ranger). We soon recorded our usual 

resident species being Sooty and Pied Oyster 

Catchers, Crested and Caspian Terns and Red 

Capped Plovers. After some time we were ready 

to leave, slightly disappointed that we hadnôt ob-

served any migratory species. Then a cry from the 

boat gave us a glimmer of hope ñlook over thereò, 

and sure enough there were 5 migratory shore-

birds, the first arrivals of the season to our knowl-

edge. We spent sometime debating the species so 

we took some photographs that we could send 

away for identification. Brad Kneebone was able 

to give us confirmation that the 5 birds were in-

deed Great Knots (thanks to Brad). We look for-

ward to heading out to the site during the peak of 

the season to see what other species we observe. 

In October Mavis Sowry and Chris Goodsell also 

undertook óstart of seasonô surveys at the Irwin 

Inlet mouth at Peaceful Bay and at Parrys Inlet 

mouth however no migratory shorebird species 

were present. We look forward to returning to all 

of our sites again soon to see if any of the migra-

tory species are present. We are always looking 

for additional birders so if anyone is keen to ac-

company us on our surveys please feel free to

To help our small team of enthusiastic birders be more organised in planning our surveys we have de-

veloped a small shorebird monitoring plan. The plan includes maps of our three survey locations 

(Nornalup Inlet Mouth, Irwin Inlet and Peaceful Bay and Parrys Inlet mouth) and a calendar that high-

lights the dates that we should be surveying. The plan also includes example count forms and ex-

plains the 2020 Birds Australia shorebird monitoring methods. It is a small step toward improving our 

monitoring program but the team feel that it has helped to formalise our approach and itôll be a useful 

reminder of when we need to undertake our counts. If anyone would like a copy of the plan please 

feel free to contact Shannon Armstrong at DEC Walpole on 98400400.
